Abstract. Exposition No. 017, held on February 28, 2025, at The Museum of the History of the 
American Knights Templar, showcased the black uniform of a knight from Trinity Commandery No. 1 in 
Derry, New Hampshire. The exhibit featured a complete and well-preserved uniform set, including the 
original sash, knight’s apron, Commandery and Red Cross insignia, a belt, and an exceptionally rare type of 
chains used to secure the sword. This collection provides valuable insight into the material culture and 
ceremonial attire of the Knights Templar in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries.
